My Refuge – organized, sorted, and stocked food pantry items; organized, sorted, folded, and hung clothing; assisted with meal 

preparation and served dinner; prepared bagged lunches; interacted, fellowshipped, and prayed individually with guests; cleaned 

the kitchen and dining area.
